1. Remove steering hook plate 1.

2. Remove 4 bolts 2 and then, remove cable cover 
3.

3. Remove cable grommet 4.

4. Remove cable clip 5.
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Friction Lever Installation
1. Install parts by following order.
 · Bolt (stud) 1
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Friction Lever adjustment and 
operation
 ·  Move friction lever towards starboard to tighten 

a friction and tighten nylon nut 1 to adjust 
maximum friction.

 ·  Move friction lever towards port to loosen b 
friction and confirm easily to control steering.

Do not apply grease to washers.

If it’s difficult to install by hand, use 
double nut.

 · Disc (1pc.) 2
 · Plate 3
 · Coller (2pcs.) 4
 · Bolt (2pcs.) 5
 · Disc (1pc.) 6
 · Washer 7
 · Washer (Nylon) 8
 · Friction Lever 9
 · Washer 0
 · Nylon nut q
 · Cover w
 · Push pin e

WARNING

• Do not release tiller handle while 
operating.

  Friction lever is not for holding 
steering completely.

• Do not overtighten the steering 
f r ict ion or i t cou ld resu l t in 
difficulty of movement resulting 
in the loss of control causing an 
accident and could lead to severe 
injury.

To prevent nylon nut from failing, 
tighten nut until one thread of bolt c 
can be seen above the nut.

6 in lower grommet.

4. Reinstall cable clip 4 to hold wire harness 6.

5.  Put throttle cable 7 and shift cable 8 into cable 
clip 4.
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Shift/Throttle cable adjustment.
 · Place shift lever 1 at neutral position.

Make sure keep the full opened 
position, by your finger.

• Cable joints are in drag link package 
inside outboard box.

• After adjusting remote control cable 
joint, fix it with remote control cable 
fully pushed in.

CAUTION

Shift lever cannot work unless 
throttle is fully closed. Do not 
force to change the shift.

WARNING

Screw in remote control cable joint 
at least 10mm a.

 ·  Set shift arm 2 to forward (F), neutral (N), 
reverse (R) and then to neutral (N) positions.

 ·  Set throttle drum 3 to full open position. 
(arrowed direction)

 ·  Adjust screw in length of cable joint 4 so that 
hole of cable joint is brought to shift arm pin 5.

 ·  Lock joint with nut 6 and secure with washer 
and R pin 7.

 · Check the shift lever operation.

 ·  Connect couplers and connectors of cord Ass’y.

 ·  Install cord holder 1 to multi tiller handle. And 
then, place battery cord 2 and fuel hose 3 in 
holder.

 ·  Check idle and full throttle position to be certain 
of correct operation.

  (a) Full throttle
  (b) Fully closed
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Operation Inspection
 · Install stop switch lanyard 1.
 · Place shift lever 2 into neutral (N) position.
 · Insert key 3 and place it into “OFF” position.

CAUTION

• Do not operate the engine with 
gear case out of water.

• Shift lever cannot work unless 
throttle is fully closed. Do not 
force to change the shift.

• Be sure to confirm that NO parts 
will interfere with the boat or 
transom when the motor is at full 
tilt.

 · Neutral switch
   Confirm that the engine does not start except 

when in neutral.
 · Stop Switch
   Confirm that engine will stop when turning the 

key to the “OFF” position or by removing the 
stop switch lanyard.

 · PTT Switch 4
   Press the “UP” and “DOWN” switch and confirm
  PTT is working correctly.
 · Engine running
   Start engine and confirm whether idling rpm is 

stabled at 850±30 rpm. Also, confirm whether 
engine rpm accelerates smoothly.

 ·  Each time the main switch key is pressed in the 
above manner, engine speed changes as follow 
chart.

 At stating
 850 r/min→ 950 r/min
       ↑            ↓
 950 r/min← 1050 r/min
